Literacy:

During the first part of the half term in literacy lessons we will complete our work on writing a balanced argument. We will then move on to ‘The Creature’, a non-fiction unit of work which looks at how to write a newspaper report. In grammar work we will focus on noun phrases, fronted adverbials and conjunctions.
Numeracy:

During this term, pupils will move onto investigating decimals then on to money. It is essential that all children continue to keep up the good work they are doing on developing their knowledge of timetables up to 12x12 and be able to use these to work out related division facts.

Topic:
In history we will investigate our own local history by studying the Rochdale Pioneers. We will discover who they were and how what they did that helped firstly the people Rochdale and then people from all over the world. In geography we will look in more detail at Toad Lane, Rochdale town hall and one of the great cotton mills of Rochdale.
Computing:

We will be learning about programming and looking specifically at creating repetition in shapes. 
Science:

Our focuses will be on the unit of work about Human impact linked to ‘World Earth Day 2024’ and then later in the half term ‘Who am I?’ 
RE:

We will explore what it meant for Christians, when Jesus left, and what was the impact of Pentecost?

We will be learning French nouns relating to body parts.

We will discuss our aspirations, identifying our present strengths, our future strengths and setting personal goals.
