
Y6 Summer Term 2 News
This half term, our focus will be on reflecting on our time at All Saints’ and preparing for the transition to high school.
Transition Day: Those children attending a Rochdale secondary school in September will spend the day at their new school on Tuesday 7th July. Those attending schools outside of Rochdale may have different arrangements and the secondary school will contact parents/carers directly with this information.
SATs Results: The SATs results will be available to schools on Tuesday 7th July. As this is transition day and most children will not be in school, the children will receive their results on Wednesday 8th July in the form of a short report.
English: The children will be consolidating their understanding of verb tenses and sentence structures as well as punctuation and spelling rules. They will be developing their writing skills, particularly in the areas of diary, formal letter and persuasive writing. Through our class text ‘The Other Side of Truth’ by Beverley Naidoo, we will examine the themes of truth, political oppression, cultural diversity and childhood.
Maths: The children will build on their learning in Year 6 by completing Year 6/7 transition work relating to some key areas of the maths curriculum and also undertaking a number of maths investigations.
RE: The children will be investigating the key questions ‘For Christians, what kind of king is Jesus?’ and ‘How does faith help people when life gets hard?’
Art: The children will complete a topic entitled ‘Art Attack’. They will look at the work of artists including Banksy and Bridget Riley and create their own work in a similar style.
Science: The children will be developing their understanding of body health and learn to recognise the impact of diet, exercise and lifestyle on the way their bodies function.
PSHE: The children will be looking at generating income and raising money.
PE: This term, we will be focussing on rounders and dance. PE kits should again be worn to school every Friday and the children will need to have pumps kept in school for dance sessions. For health and safety reasons, hoodies should not be worn for PE.
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
